Our Lenten Journey continues into April.  “Lord, Teach us how to Pray 

Aright” was written by James Montgomery, born in Scotland in 1771.  His 

missionary parents intended for him to be a Moravian minister, but his 

love for poetry led him into a literary career.  He was one of the most 

prolific composers of English hymnody, including “Angels from the 

Realms of Glory.”  

 

Here is the text for the first two verses of “Lord, Teach us how to Pray 

Aright” written in 1818 for the Sunday school in Sheffield and set to music 

written by Orlando Gibbons: 

  

Lord, teach us how to pray aright,  

    With rev’rence and with fear. 

 Though dust and ashes in your sight,  

    We may, we must draw near. 

  

 We perish if we cease from prayer; 

     Oh, grant us pow’r to pray. 

 And when to meet you we prepare, 

    Lord, meet us on our way. 

 

The complete hymn is found in our Evangelical Lutheran Worship Hymnal

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CULTIVATING LOVE---PART 2

John Riedel has been an ALC member since 

2010.  I first met John and his wife, Babs, 

several years ago in our ALC Neighborhood 

Group, Happy Hour.  Babs died on November 

11, 2021. John, and one of his daughters, 

Melanie, had been Babs’ primary caregivers.  

After Babs died and John got a little more 

settled in his El Dorado apartment, he began 

to look around his dining room and asked 

God “what can I do, individually, to make 

people smile?, what can I offer?”.   Babs had taught John how to make 

flower arrangements and John thought “I can do this!”  John began to 

make and deliver flower vases filled with fresh flowers to people he knew 

in his El Dorado community.  They really appreciated the gift.  John then 

decided that he would make flower vases and deliver them to every 

occupied apartment in El Dorado (that’s 212!).  Every other week you will 

find John working in his kitchen/dining area making 20-25 vases of fresh 

flowers to deliver to people at El Dorado.  He also has made arrangements 

for the receptionist area, nursing stations, dining room and hair salon.    
  

John’s purpose is to wish people a good day, put a smile on their faces, 

and reach out to people, making new friends.  He is a source of 

encouragement and a great listener to those who may wish to talk.  He 

has received many thank you notes, tears of joy when he greets people, 

and there has been a “buzz” in the dining room when they see his 

arrangements.  What a wonderful way to “Cultivate Love”.   
 

Now, I learned a lot more about John when I visited him.  He was born in 

Nebraska and grew up in the Boulder, Colorado area.  He attended 

Carthage College for 2 years and then graduated from the University of 

Colorado with a degree in Education.  He met his wife, Babs, when she 

was a greeter at the church and he was an usher.  They later married and 

had 4 children and helped to raise many foster babies.  John was a 

teacher, ran a hardware store, was a Military Civil Defense Expert, worked 

at 3M for over 37 years, (the first 16 in the Electrical Products area), taught 

Sunday school and was active in the Lutheran church his entire lifetime.  

John also has developed over 20 U.S. patents and is a member of the Elite 

Carleton Society.   You can usually find John at the 8:30 Sunday service, 

seated towards the back center row.  Stop by and say hello and learn 

more about him.   
 

John says “I am put here for a reason…to make other people happy”.  

John’s touch of care certainly demonstrates how we “Cultivate Love” at 

ALC and in our community.
