AUGUST OUTREACH 

 A few years ago, I went to Seattle, Washington, 
for some training.  Specifically, I attended a mission 
developers and redevelopers conference organized by the 
ELCA (Evangelical Lutheran Church in America).  The 
people who went there were either learning how to start or 
restart churches.  I was part of the redevelopers group and 
discovered many insights into how others turned around 
their congregations. 

 As part of this conference, my group of 
redevelopers had an opportunity to visit a former 
redevelopment Lutheran church in downtown Seattle.  
Unlike many churches in the inner city, this congregation 
was in a high-rise building.  When I walked in, it looked 
like any other church.  The sanctuary, offices, classrooms, 
and fellowship hall were on the first floor.  However, the 
other six stories were designated for low-income housing.  
Itôs how they wanted to make an impact on the community. 

 This church was vastly different from how it began 
over a hundred years ago.  The pastor told us that this 
congregation was started in the early 1900s by a group of 
Swedish immigrants.  On the first Sunday, they met in the 
field, and within two weeks, they built a chapel. 

 Thatôs how many churches, especially Lutheran 
churches, first started in the United States; immigrants 
from Sweden, Norway, and Germany settled and brought 
their faith with them.  The church was the center of their 
lives, a place of community, and helped them adapt to their 
new environment.  For the next fifty years, thatôs how 
these types of churches grew. 

 However, around the mid-century the flow of 

immigration from those countries began to decrease.  Still, 

the church continued to grow rapidly because of the baby 

boom.      Continued on page 6

The children of these immigrants had 
children, and the expectation was that 
they became part of the church.  Com-

munities like the one in Seattle were still predominately made up of people 
from Swedish, Norwegian, or German backgrounds. 
 Because of peopleôs cultural background, the expectation was that the 
Christian faith remained part of their lives.  Even in the latter half of the centu-
ry, those expectations still existed.  Many churches started because of a 
ñsupply and demandò mentality.  A church was needed, so people formed one.  
That's how American Lutheran Church was created in the mid-1970s. 
 My previous church was no different.  In 1987 land was purchased, 
and the founding pastor put up a sign that said, ñLutheran Church Coming 
Soon.ò  Then he went ñdoor knockingò to tell people about the church and in-
vite them to worship.  Because the community was full of children or grand-
children of Swedish and Norwegian immigrants, that church was welcomed. 
 Then around the turn of the century, people stopped immigrating in 
masses from Sweden, Norway, and Germany, and the baby boom slowed 
down.  The families of those first immigrants are now in their third or fourth 
generation.  They are that much more removed from when those churches first 
started.  Thatôs just how the church has changed from the inside. 
 From the outside, society has evolved into being more pluralistic, cul-
turally, religiously, racially, and so much more.  People were and are immi-
grating from other places such as Central America, Asia, and the Middle East.  
That meant communities that were once ñonly German Lutheranò now have 
people from all over the world like Muslims from Afghanistan and Hinduôs 
from India as well as those who have no religion.    To expect a community to 
shut down on Sunday morning so everyone can go to church isnôt realistic. 
 Not only do we live in a more pluralistic society but also with the ad-
vent of the internet, the emphasis on human rights, and so many other activities 
occupying our time, the church is no longer the only place for community, in-
formation, and even entertainment.  All that means is that the church has lost 
its privilege in society.  Itôs neither good nor bad; instead, it ñjust is.ò  Remem-
ber, those first churches in the Bible didnôt have privilege in their societies. 
 In Septemberôs Outreach article, Pastor Paul will share how we can be 
disciples of Jesus in todayôs society.  For now, reflect on how church and com-
munity have shifted over the last century.  What have been your experiences?  
How have you benefited from it?  What does this mean as we move forward as 
the church?   More importantly, how can this change help us refocus on the 
mission of God and be more dedicated disciples of Jesus Christ?
